Changes to Statewide Testing  
 
In October 2007 the Governorõs Office announced that the administration of ISTEP testing will move to the 

Spring semester during the 2008-2009 school year.  This means that for one year, schools will need to 

administer the ISTEP and GQE in both the fall and spring.  Below is an excerpt from information 

communicated from the Governorõs office. 

ISTEP will take place during both semesters of the 2008 -2009 school year.  Testing in the fall of 2008 is 

required by federal and state law to assess the material students learned during the previous school 

year (2007 -2008).  Testing in the spring of 2009 is required by federal and state law to assess the 

material students learned during that current school year (2008 -2009).  There will not be another 

year during which two exams will be required.
